                       This term the children will be exploring the following topics:In Science, we will be exploring States of Matter. The children will be investigating what happens to water at different temperatures and looking at how particles fit into a variety of materials. Children will be looking at changes of state and exploring the water cycle and how it works. 




In English: For our Non-Fiction text we are reading: Mystery Stories, The Treasure of the Loch Ness Monster where we will be creating our own informative magazine article!
For our Fiction text, we will be reading the classic novel ‘The Wind in the Willows’ by Kenneth Grahame. The children will be drawing inference around characters thoughts, feelings and actions!
In Maths, some of the things we will be learning about are: 
- Place Value and Roman Numerals
- Addition, Subtraction, Multiplication and Division
- Area and Perimeter
For place value, we will be looking at recapping and developing the children’s knowledge from year 3 as well as looking closely at roman numerals. In our multiplication and division topic, we will be learning how to multiply and divide by 6, 7, 8, 9, 11 and 12 as well as solving word problems. In Area, the children will be learning how to find, measure and compare area of figures. 









For our Geography topic we will be investigating the question: Why should we settle here? Children will be looking at the local area, exploring different types of settlements and looking at real types of settlements. For our History topic we will be investigating the question: Who were the Romans and why were they so powerful?
How can you help?
If you think you might have anything linking to our humanities topics please send this in with your child on the first week of term.

In R.E. we will be looking at Hinduism and what a Hindu might learn from celebrating Diwali.
